MATH FOR AMERICA HAS A FULL-TIME OPENING IN ITS FLAGSHIP NEW YORK PROGRAM.
Math for America New York (MfA) is a private nonprofit organization with a mission to improve education in New York City public schools by building a corps of outstanding mathematics teachers. MfA offers fellowships for both new and experienced teachers, including the MfA New Teacher Fellowship, which aims to increase the number of mathematically talented individuals entering the teaching profession, the MfA Early Career and Master Teacher Fellowships, which support outstanding mathematics teachers already in the classroom, and the MfA School Leader Fellowship, which supports mathematics teachers who have become administrators.  In 2013, MfA will expand its Master Teacher Fellowship to include science teachers.  
Program Officer for STEM Master Teacher Fellowship
MfA seeks a Program Officer to oversee the design of and manage the mechanisms for Math for America’s Master Teacher Fellowship, a program for experienced secondary mathematics and (in 2013) science teachers.  MfA Master Teachers participate in ongoing evening professional development activities throughout the course of the school year.  The primary responsibility of the Program Officer will be to conceptualize and implement a rich and varied program of professional development and leadership activities for an expanding cohort of experienced secondary mathematics and science teachers in NYC public schools, drawing on the resources of the surrounding universities, foundations, museums, other related organizations, and experts in the field.  Day-to-day responsibilities will include: planning professional development workshops; leading professional development workshops; reaching out to local experts in science and mathematics, science and mathematics education, and members of the Master Teacher corps to develop professional development programming; visiting Master Teachers in their classrooms; giving presentations about MfA fellowships at mathematics and science departments meetings in schools across the city for the purposes of recruiting new candidates to the program; advising a small group of MfA New Teacher Fellows; and participating in the screening and selection of new fellows and other ongoing activities of the MfA-NY program staff.
Qualifications

The ideal candidate will have significant (10+) years of experience as a secondary mathematics or science teacher, meaningful experience working with secondary mathematics and/or science teachers, and a graduate degree in education, mathematics, or science.  Appropriate prior experience would include school department chair or other position of academic administration, mathematics or science education researcher, or mathematics coach. The position calls for someone who stays current in the field of education, values the expertise of teachers, is skilled at supporting an inquiry-based approach to teaching and learning secondary mathematics and science, thinks creatively, enjoys working collaboratively, is highly organized, technologically proficient, outgoing, and possessed of excellent communication and interpersonal skills.
